Playing on the Equipment. 
Children are NOT to play on the equipment in 
Playground A after school because there is no direct 
supervision by a member of staff.  
 
Approaching Children at School 
Please DO NOT approach children who are not your 
family in the playground at school. There have been 
several occasions of this happening and I have spoken 
about it in the past. You may feel your child has been 
slighted, bullied, teased etc and I know it is natural to 
want to protect them.  
 
It is far better to have the school deal with any wrong 
doings. If you are not satisfied with the outcome please 
speak with an executive teacher.  
 
Not all children report the fullness of the story to their 
parents, some appreciate seeing the support mum or 
dad offers when they are ‘wronged’ and on many 
occasions parents judgements are based on a half-baked 
truth. 
 
If you approach other children, the Enclosed Land Act 
can be evoked which prevents you attending school 
functions and entering school premises.  
 
The Revised Enrolment Policy 
You may have seen some media coverage around the 
recently released and revised enrolment policy. All 
schools across NSW were sent this information early this 
term. There are new requirements that parents enrolling 
their children at a State school need to fulfil in order to 

establish that they live within the school’s catchment 
areas. It is called the 100- point residential address 
check. A document outlining the requirements is 
available at Google. 
 
Schools have been given a cap for enrolments based on 
the number of permanent classrooms. There is also a 
buffer applied so that we can take into account the local 
context.  
 
At Peakhurst, for the 2020 Kindergarten enrolments we 
have accepted all non-local siblings together with local 
enrolments.  
 
Non-local siblings will always have priority over other 
non-local enrolments. We had over 40 non-local 
enrolment applications we were unable to accept. 
 
There may also be exceptional circumstances that will 
need to be considered by the school Enrolment Panel 
when people apply for a non-local enrolment and the 
panel will consider all applications carefully. There will 
also be a discussion with the Director School Leadership.

• Request for an order was tabled – Sports Polo (size 12 – 10, size 14Y – 15, size 14S – 5), Elastic

Pickles vs Claudine’s 

• Recently there have been complaints about the uniforms supplied by Pickles – the material is 
cheaper and the hems are coming down. Pickles uniforms were chosen over the Claudines’ 
uniforms due to complaints that Claudine’s uniforms were quite stiff and would not soften. 
However, Claudine’s are offering their Summer Tunics for a cheaper price (the price offered 
4 years ago in 2015) if we would return to them as the supplier.

Andrea M to continue to write a blurb in FOCUS on behalf of the P&C despite Sally L also writing a 
blurb. This is in order to create a community team spirit. 
 
Walk-a-thon vs School funrun vs trivia night 
Walk-a-thon 

• The next fundraiser will be held in Term 3. Sally L advised that Term 3 is very busy due to SPAF 
(1 night) and the school show (2 nights).  

• The P&C decided to try something different to that of the walk-a-thon as they felt the walk-
a-thon was dull for the students and a bit tired. 

• Some options were tabled as an alternative to the walk-a-thon like a School Fun Run, a Trivia 
night, a Family movie night or a Footy Toss. 
 
School Fun run 

• Andrea M had researched a company that do all the work in organising the school fun run.  
The benefits of having this company do all the work include: 

- Setting up for each student their own online account with a link, the students then 
share their link with family or friends, and once money has been donated the collect 
the money straight away into their account.  

- The student can stipulate their target and a sample email like “john smith wants to 
raise $200 can you help him reach his target?” can be shared.  



- There are incentives for the Student to raise the most money and the company 
provides the gifts. 

- The school raises the money as a result. Oatley Public school for example raised 
$10,000. 

- There could be themed fun runs like a colour run 

• The issues of having this company do all the work include: 
- The P&C receive 60% of monies raised, 10% goes to the company and 30% goes to the 

prizes that the students can win based on what the individual student has raised. We 
lose 40% of the money as it is given away. The Walk-a-thon gave us 100% of monies 
raised. 

- The students shouldn’t need an incentive to raise the money. 

• After careful consideration the P&C decided against the School Fun Run. 
 
Trivia Night 

• Tracey M suggested that the P&C could look further into holding a Trivia night instead of the 
walk-a-thon in the hall or at a predetermined location (something nice for the parents to 
enjoy).  Andrea M to assist in planning. 

• Andrea M to contact Carrie from Time for Trivia (recommended by St Declan’s P&C) to provide 
tips and tricks on how to make the night a success.  

• Time for Trivia fees are $750 plus GST but they aim to recover those fees from games they 
play on the night, leaving the rest of the takings from ticket sales, raffles, etc, to the P&C. 

• A tentative date of Saturday the 21st of September was tabled and Sally L gave her permission. 
No outlay of money to Time for Trivia is required at this stage. 

• Once the date is booked then Andrea M and Tracey M will plan the venue, catering, prizes, 
notifications or if there will be a silent auction of donated items on the night, etc.  
 
Monies raised from our fundraisers will be spent on Playground upgrades 

• Sally L advised that Assets had come out and assessed the school. There is a priority to have 
the school looking its best before the Anniversary. However, before any Playground upgrades 
can occur, the following problems will need to be fixed: 

- Repair the holes in the guttering around the library.  
- Setup adequate drainage of water in the area so that the playground upgrades will not 

be undermined by the water.  
- Paint and Gyproc Corridor between Senior and Junior playgrounds. 
- Cost - $80.000. 

• Andrea M discussed how to keep the parents in the loop with regard to how much money we 
have raised in order to reach our Fundraising target for the playground upgrades. Perhaps use 
a thermometer type board placed near the canteen to show how much money has been 
raised so far. The P&C would like to be more transparent to the school community with regard 
to monies raised and will consider all possibilities on how to do this.  

• Playground upgrades to include tiger grass in the tennis court area and possible handball 
courts, a yarning circle as an outdoor learning centre. Sally L passed around a picture of what 
a yarning circle would look like. 

• Sally L to look into a company that Ramsgate Public School have used to do their playground 
upgrades and possibly the yarning circle and provide a quote.
